Cautions when transporting

® \When transporting the projector, hold it securely by its bottom and avoid excessive vibration and impacts.
Doing so may damage the internal parts and result in malfunctions.
® Do not transport the projector with the adjustable feet extended. Doing so may damage the adjustable feet.

If the surface of the lens becomes dirty from fingerprints or anything else, this will be magnified and projected
onto the screen.

WPA2-EAP method for corporations, and encryption is performed using the external server.
WPA-PSK This is a standard covering encryption methods used in wireless LAN. 67
WPA2-PSK It provides greater security than WEP, and has functions such as a user

authentication function and also TKIP (encryption protocol) which automatically
changes the encryption key at fixed intervals.
